Region 10

Region 10 is strategically located in the center of Guyana. This privileged location, only one hour and a half from the capital, Georgetown by road, facilitates access to one the world's largest market: Brazil. Its location also positions Region 10 as an export platform for the important markets of Central and South America.

Region 10 has significant natural resources to be exploited, a competitive and productive labour force, and special investment incentives. Region 10 is also a very safe town boasting one of the lowest crime rates in Guyana.

Incentives

LEAP, under its infrastructure component, proposes to further assist investors with an injection of approximately G$ 350 million in infrastructure investment incentives over the next five years. This incentive will be applied on a case-by-case basis.
